A Challenge to Fast and Pray
I love new beginnings! Today, we begin a 
new season of ministry at Cross Church 
Pinnacle Hills. We begin this season in unity 
and focused on our missional vision to reach 
Northwest Arkansas, America, and the world 
for Jesus Christ.

God is moving in our family of faith. In 
recent weeks the winds of renewal seem to 
be blowing. Today, I want to challenge our 
church to set aside one time during each 
week to pray and fast for personal revival 
and the ministry of Cross Church Pinnacle 
Hills.
