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Kid’s Day Out Program

Cross Church - Springdale
Kid’s Day Out is a Christ-centered program for children ages 

12 months - 5 years.   We provide a quality experience for your child in a nurturing environment designed to bring out the best in each child.  Kid’s Day Out is a one or two-day-a-week program and is open on Mondays and Thursdays from 9 a.m. - 2 p.m.  Children are placed by their age before September 1. 

REGISTRATION and ENROLLMENT
We have designated registration days each March for the following year beginning in September.  We grant permanent reservations on a first come/first served basis.  After the designated registration period is over, spots are filled as space allows.  In order to register, you must have the following completed and turned in:


1.  Application


2.  Information Card


3.  Copy of child’s immunization record


4.  Registration Fee

We grant permanent reservations in our program based on space available in a child’s appropriate age group.  Once a child has been given a permanent reservation, we will guarantee a place for that child in his/her age group for the entire year (August - May) on the days that child is enrolled.  Once a child has been given a permanent reservation, that child is guaranteed a reservation the following year only if he/she is re-enrolled during a designated enrollment period.  Those re-enrolling are guaranteed one day upon re-enrollment, and a second day if desired as space allows.
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TUITION and FEES
Registration Fee:  There is a $25 non-refundable* registration fee for each child for the year, due at registration.

Supply Fee:  A supply fee of $15 per child /per day attending is due on the first session of the first semester and the first session of the second semester.  If your child attends two days a week, you will pay a $30 supply fee each semester. 

Monthly Tuition:  Tuition is due on the first session of Kid’s Day Out each month.  The amount of tuition for each month will depend on the number of sessions we have that month.  The tuition cost is the same regardless of your child’s attendance and is “past due” if not received on the first session of the month.  When paying your child’s tuition, please place your check or cash in an envelope and mark the outside with your child(ren)’s name(s) and month you are paying for, as well as anything else that might be included in the payment (late fees, supply fees, etc.)  This will help us to be accurate when posting your payments.  A tuition schedule for the year will be mailed to you in August before our new year begins.  You may pay by the month, semester, or year.  We figure tuition costs at $15 per session for one child, $25 per session for two children, and $30 per session for three children.  Those attending two sessions a week will pay a “Monday” tuition and “Thursday” tuition due on the first sessions of the month.  

We are not a moneymaking facility and are here only to provide a ministry to the church family and community.  We only seek to cover our payroll and supply costs for the program.

*This fee will only be refunded in the event that your child is not accepted into the program.
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LATE POLICY

Your child must be picked up by 2:00 p.m.  If you are late, you will be charged $1.00 per minute after 2:05 p.m.  Please be considerate of your child’s teachers and their responsibilities following Kid’s Day Out by being prompt to pick up your child.  We do enforce this policy.  If you have an emergency that prevents you from picking up your child on time, please notify the Director at 756-7230 to make arrangements.  Late fees will still apply even in cases of emergency.

Note:  On the occasional; early out days, all late fees apply.
DISCHARGE
Reasons for discharge are as follows:

1.  As outlined in our discipline policy, if all efforts have been made to correct negative behavior by parents and teachers, and a child’s behavior is a physical or emotional threat to the other children or teachers.

2.  Failure to meet financial obligations.  (Tuition must be paid on the first session of each month.  If tuition goes unpaid, it is “past due” and the child will be discharged and unable to return after the third week of the month, unless other arrangements have been made with the director.)

3.  A child will be discharged from the program if he/she is absent for three (3) consecutive unpaid weeks and tuition for those three weeks has not been paid in full by the end of the third week.
CLOSINGS
1.  We will be closed for inclement weather when Springdale Public Schools close.  Please check radio and television stations for this information during bad weather.  If Springdale schools close early due to inclement weather, Kid’s Day Out will close 1 hour before their closing time.

2.   We publish a Kid’s Day Out schedule in August listing all other closings.  There are some days we will close early, so check your schedule for those days.  
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ARRIVAL and DEPARTURE
The following policies apply to your ARRIVAL at Kid’s Day Out:
1.  Do not arrive before 9:00 a.m.  From 8:30 - 9:00 a.m. is teacher preparation time and the teachers are instructed not to accept the children before 9:00.  If your child is on the property before 9:00, he/she will be your responsibility.

2.  Sign your child in before leaving.  You must sign in your child at his/her classroom and leave emergency numbers each time you bring your child to Kid’s Day Out.

3.  Pay your tuition.  If it is the first session of the month, don’t leave without dropping your tuition envelope at the Kid’s Day Out desk.

NOTE:  If someone else will be dropping off your child, please be sure that person is aware of these policies.

The following policies apply to your DEPARTURE from Kid’s Day Out:

1.  Pick up your child by 2:00 p.m.  See Late Policy section for regulations regarding the penalty for late pick up.

2.  Initial your child out on the sign-in sheet at your child’s classroom.

3.  If someone other than you will pick up your child, please make sure you have put their name on your approved pick up list or you have notified us in writing.  If you have someone else picking up your child, they must present a photo ID at time of pick up.  If they fail to present an ID, they will not be permitted to take your child.
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WHAT TO BRING TO KID’S DAY OUT

LABEL EVERYTHING WITH YOUR CHILD’S NAME 

1.  Bring a nutritious lunch and drink for your child.  Bring lunches that require no heating, as time does not allow for our teachers to heat lunches in the microwave.  You will be notified if there is a child in your child’s classroom that has food allergies.  If that is the case we require that no lunches be brought that contain that allergen (e.g. an allergy to dairy would mandate that no dairy products be allowed in the room).  WE ARE A PEANUT-FREE FACILITY.  At no time are peanut products allowed at Kid’s Day Out.  A midmorning snack is provided by Kid’s Day Out.  

2.  All rooms have a rest time after lunch.  Children in rooms that take naps need to bring a mat, sleeping bag, or blanket to rest on.  Beds and linens are provided for all other rooms, but you should bring whatever items your child needs to make him/her feel comfortable during this time.  If you do not want your child to nap, he/she must be picked up BEFORE the scheduled nap time because every child present is laid down at the scheduled time.

3.  Each day please send a change of clothes with your child in a  ziploc bag, labeled with their name on it in their backpack.

4.  Anytime the temperature is above 40 degrees, there will be outside play.  You must bring a jacket or coat during the cold weather months so your child feels comfortable outdoors.  If your child comes to KDO without proper outside attire, you will be called to bring a coat or jacket to the church.

5.  For ones please only bring sippy cups with lids. No juice boxes please. For two year olds and up, please bring one drink for snack and one for lunch, both with a sealable lid.
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SICK CHILD POLICY
We adhere to the policies set by First Baptist Church.  Please be considerate of others and keep your child at home on days when any of the following symptoms exist:

1.  Fever

2.  Vomiting or diarrhea

3.  Any symptoms of any infections: “green nose,”  severe cough, contagious disease such as scarlet fever, measles, mumps, chicken pox, etc.

4.  Common cold, Sore throat

5.  Croup

6.  Any unexplained rash

7.  Any skin infection (boils, ringworm, etc.)

8.  Pink eye or other eye infections

9.  Head lice (nit-free for 24 hours/if not sure, please do not bring child)

If your child has been sick, he or she must be free of fever and symptoms for 24 hours before they may return to Kid’s Day Out.  If your child develops symptoms while at Kid’s Day Out, we will contact you so you can pick him/her up promptly.  This is for the protection of all children.  A brief health check will be made by the teachers each morning.  We are not medical professionals and do not want to make a “judgment call” concerning health, so please keep your child home if you suspect he/she might be sick or contagious.  You would not want the other children in the class to be exposed unnecessarily.

All open wounds must be properly bandaged before your child may attend Kid’s Day Out.

NOTE:  We do not administer medication of any kind.  
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DISCIPLINE
When a child is not obeying or is disrupting the class, the following steps of discipline are taken:

1.  The child is talked with privately by the teacher to make sure he/she understands the rules for proper classroom behavior.

2.  If improper behavior persists, the child is separated from the other children and must sit in a chair away from activities and encouraged to think about his/her actions.

3.  If improper behavior still persists, the child will be sent to the Director for “time out”.  At this point, the Director talks with the child, assuring him/her of our love but, also, that his/her behavior must improve, otherwise his/her parent will be consulted.  After a certain amount of “time out” the child is returned to the classroom.

4.  If improper behavior still persists after this point, the Director will consult with the parent and ask for their assistance to help guide the child.  The situation will be discussed privately with the parent.

5.  If all efforts have been made to correct negative behavior by parents and teachers, and a child’s behavior is a physical or emotional threat to other children or the teachers, the child will be discharged from the program.

Very seldom are all of these steps of discipline necessary but they will be carried out, if needed, so the child and the whole class can have a happy, productive experience.

PARKING

Please do not park in the circle drive at any time.  The church asks that this area be kept clear for emergency purposes.  Please do not park at the curb outside the north doors as this blocks the area for all others who wish to enter the building.
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CLASSROOM RATIOS

Our classrooms at Kid’s Day Out always have two teachers.  The teacher/child ratios for the classrooms are as follows:

One-year-olds   3:8

Two-year-olds    2:12

Three-year-olds    2:15

Four/Five-year-olds    2:18

BIRTHDAYS and SPECIAL DAYS

Your child’s classroom will have class parties for holidays.  Please check with your child’s teacher for dates and sign-up sheets.

If you would like to provide “goodies” for your child’s birthday you are welcome to do so.  Please arrange with your child’s teacher for the day you would like to bring treats for the entire class.  If there is a food allergy in your child’s class, we appreciate your consideration by not bringing treats that contain that allergen.

WHAT WE DO DURING THE DAY AT KDO

All classrooms have a structured schedule that they follow during the day.  The day includes a Bible story, activity time, craft, finger plays, songs, puppets, and other activities.  The day also includes free play in centers; such as home living and manipulative that include play-doh, blocks, games, creative play, and others.  On bad weather days, the children play in the playroom.  When weather permits, the children play outside on the playground.  All children have rest time after lunch.  After a busy time, preschoolers need this rest time.  If you would like to know your child’s class schedule, ask his/her teachers and they would be happy to tell you.
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
